may have different admission criteria and course transferability.  

 

Continuation Requirements:  

• In order to continue in the program, a minimum cumulative grade point average of 2.0 is required at the 

end of each semester. 

o Students that do not meet one or any of the continuation requirements will be given an academic 

warning within the social work program. If students do not meet the requirements for a second 

time, they will receive a program dismissal from the social work program, and will be required to 

withdraw from the social work program. Students required to withdraw from the social work 

program may still be eligible to attend Medicine Hat College and pursue other programs of interest 

by submitting an application to the program of choice and meeting the entrance and competitive 

requirements 

o Students that are dismissed from the social work program once are dismissed for one academic 

year. 

o While the college and program will endeavor to inform students of their academic status in a 

timely manner, students are responsible for monitoring their own academic program.

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Graduation Requirements 

• In addition to the courses required for graduation the students’ progress in the program will be reviewed 

each semester by the program faculty. Should the student be found to be in academic difficulty or should their 

professional suitability be of concern, they may be referred for remedial assistance or, in extreme cases, 

asked to withdraw from the program. 

• Achieve a minimum of a “C” grade in all courses required for the program (i.e. SLWK, ENGL, ANTH, IDST, 

PSYC) 

• One “D” grade allowed in an elective course 

 

You should see your Academic Advisor or Program Coordinator if you: 

• Choose to take courses in a different configuration than shown above. 

• Drop or fail a course. 

• Want to take a course in the spring semester or from another institution. 
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
